Volunteer responsibilities include: helping with students’ group activities; assisting during studio projects; helping
artists prepare materials; preparing and installing the end-of-camp student exhibition; and various other jobs
throughout the week. Spring Break Art Camp volunteer opportunities are open to mature and serious students,
ages 1/ and up, with an interest in art and mentoring to young children. An informal interview is required for all
applicants.
